About the program


The goal of Supervised Visitation Services is to allow parents to visit with their children in a setting that is safe for all parties concerned.





Little Tree Family Services provides the following services to facilitate parent/�child interaction:


Parent and child visitation, both on and off site.


Safe exchange, telephone monitoring, reunification services, and therapeutic visitations.


Parenting education.


Referral information.





Who provides the supervision?


Supervision is always performed by a person who has been trained to maintain neutrality through unbiased observation. All Supervisors have:


Training in child abuse identification.


Knowledge of current family law.


Strong observational skills.


Excellent communication skills.


Familiarity with child development, symptoms of partner abuse, and family dynamics.


Training in assertiveness and crisis intervention.


Demonstrated responsibility and good judgment under pressure.








Why does the court order supervised visitation?


The Court orders supervised parenting time when a third party is needed to observe and submit to the Court their unbiased report in custody disputes.  Professionally trained supervisors are also used in dependency situations and write objective reports of their findings.

Cases range from parental drug abuse, alcohol abuse, sexual molestation, child abuse/neglect and parental alienation. In some cases flight risk may be a factor.  Supervised visitation also protects the visiting parent from unfounded accusations.
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
